A rebound in steel operations, a
spurt of $2 a Dale in cotton on a
smaller acreage report than had
been expected and favorable June
sales figures by the General Mo-
tors Corp. failed to disturb the
sleep of the equities division.

The trading pace quickened a
little toward the finish, chiefly
as a result of liquidation in mov-
ing picture shares. Loew's, one
of the most active issues of the
session, sold off more than a point
and Warner Bros. preferred
dipped 3 *£ points in a thin mar-
ket. Selling in the movie group
-was ascribed to reports of dwind-
ling theater attendance and the
drive for better films.

Coca Cola, Cuban American
S u g a r pref errea, Minneapolis
Honeywell Register, and Ameri-
can Sugar Refining sold at new
1934 peaks on advances of about
1 to 3 points. General Railway
Signal. Bayuk Cigar and TJ. S. In-
dustrial Alcohol also got up 2 to
3 points in thin trading.

The rank and file, however,
stayed in a rut, with fractional
gains balancing small declines.
The Standard Statistics Co. aver-
age for 90 stocks was unchanged
at 78.5.

To George Prior
The following f ine t r ibu te to

the memory of the late George
Prior is wri t ten by Mrs. George
A. Ixjiphart, of this city, ant
given to the Escanaba Press for
p u b l i c a t i o n :

Word has been received here
that George Pr ior , once light-
keeper of the east channel l ight ,
died on June 12th in Hollywood,
Calif . Mr. Prior had been in
very poor health for two or three
years. It is f i t t i n g that a t r ibu te
be paid to his memory at this
homecoming t ime, inasmuch as
he was a pioneer of this com-
m u n i t y , being located at the east
channel l igh t for four teen years,
and buying, paying for and re-
ceiving the f i rs t deed for the f i rs t
lot sold In Munis ing . Mrs. Prior
sti l l has the deed, a l though th^
lot bas changed bands several
times, being the property of the
la te Louis Mil ler at the time of
his death.

The Prior family , George, Jr.,
Grace, Willis, Hldioy and Made-
line, were all born on Grand
Island, .Mrs. Prior being attended
only by Mrs. Anna Powell as
midwife . This was real pioneer-
ing. Many a time on account of
storms It was almost impossible
to get from the l ight to Powell's
Point. The sh i f t ing sands around
the light kept receding and the
whole bu i ld ing was once moved
back to keep it from pitching
forward Into the water. Mr. and
Mrs. Prior have both told how
during bad storms when the
bu i ld ing was in such danger the
whole fami ly would remain

"and dressed all n ight ready to
leave. That Is the reason we
now haye a range l ight In M u n ; -
sing since the east light had to
be moved back so far. to a f i rm-
er foundation that boats were
unable to see the light f a r ]
enough to protect them from the
rocks. When the l ight was bu i l t
here Mr. Prior was the first
keeper and remained for several
years until he and his fami ly de-
cided to go west.

Mr. Prior was an Englishman
^ —a kindly , fearless man—and it
