LAST WEEKS NEWS - THE RETREAT OF THE ARMY.

On 1.11.38 at about L pem. while the Warriors were
returning from the Northern Villages, near Yamoun the enemy
was sighted and observed attempting to surround the Warriors,
but immediately the Warriors under good discipline had placed
themselves in an impregnable position.

At dawn the enemy saw the large number of Warriors and
retired forthwith under heavy fire.

On 2.11.38 our Section began destroying the roagd of
Wadl Shajer, when they were engaged by a Military patrol
but after 30 minutes the warriors retired unscathed.

On 3.11.38 our Blood Section ambushed near Akbat Za'atars
at 8 Pem. a Military patrol came along and were heavily fired
upon, the Military patrol replied with Lewis and lMortar Gun
fire, and a further Military Patrol arrived, the battle raged
until 5 a.m. the next morning, when the Warriors retired

having killed and wounded 10 of the enemy.

1. As from this date you are not to hear any Civil or
Criminagl Case. Your duties are Military duties only in the
struggle for the Arsb cause. Whoever disobeys these orders

will be severely punished.

De Leaders of Sections have no authority to impose fines

or collect money from persons in Palestine without the authority
of this Headquarters. Whoever disobeys these orders will be
severely punished.

B All armed persons in villages and elsewhere must be
availgble for immediate turnouts. They must detail guards

and look outs in order to avoid denger from the Military.
Whoever fails to abide by these instructions exposing the lifes
of the warriors to danger will be severely dealt with.

Le You must submit the names of unfaithful Persons to this
Headquarters with e&idence and instructions to this effect.

Be This office advises you to be faithrul to the cause, and
to treat your fell.ow countrymen gently, and reminds you that this
struggle is for independence and to OpuOse the menaces and calam—
ities.

6. This notice must be read to all Leaders and members of the
Revolution for ap ropriate action ang compliance without delay.
