1. Destruction of the Qalqilia Ras El Ain Railway Line,
and the dereilment of the Baggage Waggon.

2e Derailment of the Train near Kilo 57 between Qalgilai

and Ras E1l Ain. Killed 2 jews of Kfar Hama and others in
Hanking Orange Groves, and so many others in Hacovesh. They
have pttacked Qalgqilia Railway Station and on evecuating the
station from both, womenm and children, they set the station

to fire, which lasted more than 7 hours. They blew up Irtah
Eridge near Tulkarm by means of = land Mine. An engagement took
place with the Military after which they have heard moaning

and screaming of those who were killed and wounded. Great number
of casuslties have been imposed upon them,
